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RESEARCH & INNOVATION

Research and innovation are key to any industry in maintaining
competitive advantage, addressing new consumer needs and
improving the supply chain.

Whereas research and innovation primarily falls within the remit
of individual companies or groups of companies, Freshfel ac-
knowledged the need for collective action in certain areas. In this
light, Freshfel has taken a more active role with regard to the EU
research funding.

Knowledge lies at the heart of the European
Union’s Lisbon Strategy to become the "most
dynamic competitive knowledge-based economy
in the world". Numerous programmes, initiatives
and support measures are carried out at EU level
in support of knowledge this objective.

The Seventh Framework Programme (FP7)
bundles all research-related EU initiatives
together under a common roof, playing a
crucial role in reaching the goals of growth,
competitiveness and employment; along with a
new Competitiveness and Innovation Framework
Programme, Education and Training programmes,
and Structural and Cohesion Funds for regional

convergence and competitiveness. It is also a
key pillar for the European Research Area.

The programme runs for seven years, it became
fully operational as of 1 January 2007 and will
expire in 2013. The EU Member States have
earmarked more than € 1.9 billion for funding in
the area of Food, Agriculture and Fisheries, and
Biotechnology over the duration of FP7.

The ‘Food, Agriculture and Fisheries, and
Biotechnology’ theme is built around three major
activities:

* sustainable production and management
of biological resources from land, forest
and aquatic environments;

e farm to fork: Food (including seafood),
health and well-being;

» life sciences, biotechnology and
biochemistry for sustainable non-food
products and processes.

The necessity for research coordinators to demonstrate the relevance and benefits of each project has increased the importance of sector
involvement and improved dissemination. As a result the most recent call for proposals has led Freshfel to be approached on a number of
relevant projects for the fresh produce sector. The Freshfel Board considered that certain projects are relevant for the members of Freshfel
and therefore the association should support these projects.

While the evaluation process for these projects is still pending, Freshfel has confirmed its support for the following projects:

¢ Medfly Watch: a project aiming at monitoring the fly population with new on-site automated warning systems, allowing the grow-
er to be alerted quickly in case on infestation. The project is coordinated by the Agricultural Research Institute in Cyprus. Freshfel
would act as a liaison body with stakeholders and also disseminate information in the EU as well as outside the EU.

¢ Fluotherm: a project aiming at developing a smart camera based on chlorophyll fluorescence and thermal imaging to identify
the abiotic and biotic stresses caused by diseases, pests and viruses developing in the greenhouse environment. The project is
coordinated by a research institute in Malta. Freshfel would act as a liaison body for facilitating the testing among members and
also disseminate information on the project outcomes.

¢ Acropoliss: a project aiming at developing models and strategies for assessing risks arising from cumulative and aggregate ex-
posure to pesticides with a similar mode of action, suspected additive or synergistic effects, or complex mixtures. This research
will contribute to improving the European policy and regulatory basis for the benefit of the international community. The project is
coordinated by a consortium led by Wageningen University in the Netherlands. Freshfel involvement is sought as a work package
leader with regard to stakeholder involvement, in collaboration with the University of Ghent.
